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literary language, is the manifestation of conceptual structures such as
metaphors, metaphors, and imaginary schemas in the human mind.
According to George Likoff and Mark Johnson, metaphor is a means of
thinking that is present in human behavior, including language behavior.
The present article aims to study and analyze imaginary metaphors in Al-
alaviyat by Mohammad Abd al-Muttalib according to the theory of Likaf
and Johnson. The results indicate that the poet has conceptualized the
abstract and abstract concepts well by means of objective concepts by
using the three schemes (volume, power and movement) and beautifully
depicted intangible and abstract concepts. After the investigations, it was
determined; Out of the total imaginary schemes used in this supplement,
65 percent are volumetric, 18 percent are movement and 17 percent are
strength.
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1. Introduction

In ancient rhetoric, metaphor was discussed from the perspective of beauty and literature. According
to the thinkers of the past, metaphor was only limited to the domain of language and had no way to
thought. Metaphor, in the new literary criticism of the West in the 20th century and in linguistic
studies, is not just a mere imaging tool or a characteristic of the literary and artistic language style,
but is an essential element in text production and a product in cultural, social and human
relationships. The application of image schemas and conceptual metaphors is one of the important
infrastructures in the field of cognitive semantics. These schemas are formed as a result of human
connection with the outside world and in the form of abstract concepts and are a means to
understand many mental concepts. The book by Likoff and Johnson entitled "Metaphors We Live
With" and another book by Johnson called "Contemporary Theory" "Metaphor" created a huge
revolution in the field of metaphor. Likoff and Johnson believe that the conceptual structure of the
mind is metaphorical in the way that thinking, experiencing, and perceiving are metaphorical.
Schema theory interacts with the idea of conceptual metaphor because schemas provide the basis for
the formation of a metaphorical relationship between two concrete and abstract phenomena. Image
schemas are not simple; They can have a complex structure. These schemas are the basis of
conceptual metaphor and have three components: origin, path (map) and destination.

2.Research Methodology

In this work, based on the descriptive-analytical method, imaginary schemas (volume, power and
movement) in "Al-Alaviyat" by Mohammad Abd al-Muttalib have been analyzed and investigated.
In this way, first, examples of these schemas were extracted from the text and then based on Likoff
and Johnson's theory of these schemas has been analyzed. This research aims to answer two
questions:

How did the three imaginary schemas voiume, power and movement) help the poet in creating
abstract and mental concepts?

What is the frequency of each of these schemes in Al-Alaviyat's ode?

3. Discussion and findings

By examining "Al-Alaviyat" by Mohammad Abd al-Muttalib, it was found that the poet has used all
kinds of imaginary schemes in his work. The most frequent of these schemas are: volume schema,
motion schema and power schema.

Volumetric schema: Volumetric schema is placing a concept inside another concept. This experience
is created by the physical experience of a person from a specific place such as inside the house, car
or classroom. As a result of this schema, a person abstractly thinks that he is in a certain
environment. According to Johnson (1987: 23), the empirical basis for recognizing the situation in -
outside or inside - outside is its boundary; In the sense that, based on it, something can be located
either inside the container or outside it. The basis of the volume schema is based on the fact that a
person, with the help of his experience of being in something or of being something in himself; It
can give volume to abstract concepts as well (Mohammadi, 2011: 95). According to Johnson's belief,
according to the experience of being in places with volume, man has expanded the characteristic of
having volume to concepts for which volume is unimaginable (Safavi, 2004: 73).

Movement schema: during his life and during doing various things, a person travels different paths:
the path from home to work, from work to home, from home to shop, etc., through these paths, an
experience in his mind. It exists and as a result, abstract schemas are created from this movement in
his mind. The movement of humans or other phenomena and creatures in the universe is the basis for
the formation of movement patterns. According to the experience of moving oneself and observing
the movement of other moving objects and beings, man creates an abstract schema of this physical
movement in his mind and considers the characteristic of movement for what is unable to move
(Safavi, 2007: 375).

Movement in metaphor is not necessarily a tangible and external movement, but some movement
schemas involve an internal movement, which is a physical, tangible and objective movement,
changing the state of an object or phenomenon to another object or phenomenon, which is a kind of
transformation; It also implies a kind of internal movement and transfer, for example, we can give an
example of the change from childhood to adolescence, adolescence to youth, youth to middle age,
and middle age to old age (Biabani, 2012: 100-104).
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Power schema: throughout his life, a person faces problems that act as a strong barrier preventing
him from achieving his goals and success; Humans do not act the same in dealing with these barriers
and obstacles. Some with a strong will try to overcome obstacles and reach their goal in any possible
way. Others try to find solutions and bypass obstacles and reach their goals, while others give up in
front of obstacles and give up on success. Power schemas are another conceptual schemas whose
nature and function are formed in connection with movement schemas. In this type of schema,
metaphorical mappings are created based on the physical experience of movement and displacement;
with the difference that in power schemas there is an obstacle or a barrier in the middle of the road,
which causes the performance and type of human behavior in dealing with obstacles to be variable
and different, and according to the type of existing obstacle and the amount of its resistance force,
there are different and different reactions (Safavi, 2012: 70) In this valuable work, the poet has used
all three schemes, although the volume scheme in this work has a much higher frequency than the
other two schemes.

4. Results

Based on the conceptual-schematic metaphor point of view, we observe that metaphor with its
cognitive concept is seen throughout Al-Alaviyat by Mohammad Abd al-Muttalib. After examining
all Al-Alaviyat's verses, it became clear that the poet was well able to portray more general and
abstract concepts in the form of cognitive-imagination metaphor by using the daily and concrete
experiences he dealt with in life. These metaphors are conceptualized by a set of tangible and
objective mappings and metaphors to make the text clearer and more understandable for the
audience. Therefore, the use of metaphor by this great poet is a tool to conceptualize an abstract
experience based on a more tangible and understandable experience.Conceptual-imaginary metaphor

in this poem is expressed in the form of volume, motion and power schemas, and the poet was able
to use his daily experiences to create abstract and intangible concepts that lack volume, movement
and power; understand and conceptualize. The distribution of these schemas in this work is not the
same, but the volume schema in this work has a much higher frequency than the other two schemas.
While the other two schemas, i.e. movement schema and power schema, have almost the same
frequency in this work. Out of a total of 186 imaginary schemas used in this work, 65% are
volumetric schemas, 18% are movement schemas, and 17% are power schemas.
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
